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VOTES ON KEY BILLS

The voting record below represents the final
floor votes on 12 bills affecting children. Five
were signed by the Governor and become law;
seven were vetoed. Although voting records may
indicate trends, they do not reveal what impact a
legislator had on a bill before it reached the floor
or the reason for his or her vote.

AB 659  Ma

Continuing Child Development Services
This bill would allow San Francisco to
transfer families between state, federal, and
locally funded programs in order to provide
continuity of services. Vetoed

AB 1028 ¢ Caballero

Child Development: Funding Sources
This bill would require a child care contractor
to separately account for all sources of funds
and prohibits consideration of unrestricted
funds in state funding decisions. Vetoed

AB 1526 ¢ Assembly Budget

Before & After School Programs: Funding
This bill would, subject to approval of the vot-
ers, allow the Legislature to reduce funding
and make other changes to the After School
Education and Safety Program. Vetoed

AB 1860 ¢ Huffman
Unsafe Products
This bill prohibits retailers from selling a

products that they know are unsafe. It es-
tablishes procedures for recalling products.
Signed. Chapter 569

AB 2704 ¢ Leno

Pupils: Availability of Tap Water

This bill would prohibit a school district
from entering into a contract that restricts
the availability of free tap water on a school
campus and allows them to provide free tap
water in school food service areas. Vetoed

AB 2759 e Jones

State Preschool Reform

This bill consolidates child care and devel-
opment programs service three- and four-
year-old children under the California state
preschool program and allows programs to
provide part- or full-time services. Signed.
Chapter 308

AB 2844 - Laird

CalWORKs/Food Stamps:

Semi-Annual Redetermination

This bill would repeal quarterly redetermina-
tion requirements for CalWORKSs and Food
Stamp recipients and instead establish semi-
annual redetermination of eligibility. Vetoed

SB 1160 - Alquist

CalWORKSs Eligibility: Fingerprinting
This bill allows caretaker relatives who are
applying for CalWORKSs benefits only for
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children to forgo the fingerprinting require-
ment when moving to a different county.
Signed. Chapter 484

SB 1298 - Simitian

California Education Information

This bill requires the establishment of a
system for center-based child care and devel-
opment programs and public universities to
report educational information using unique
student identifiers. Signed. Chapter 561

SB 1475 - Torlakson

Autism Disorders: Best Practices

This bill would establish a pilot program to
develop best practices for transitioning chil-
dren with autism spectrum disorders from
regional center services to school district
services. Vetoed

SB 1515 + Kuehl

Pupil Restraint and Seclusion

This bill would prohibit an educational
provider from using chemical or mechani-
cal restraint or seclusion and limit the use
of physical restraint. Vetoed

SB 1629 ¢ Steinberg

Early Learning Quality Improvement
This bill establishes the Early Learning Quality
Improvement Advisory Committee to develop
a framework for improving program quality
and identify funding. Signed. Chapter 307
