VOTES ON KEY BILLS

The voting record represents the final floor votes
on 12 bills affecting children. Six were signed by
the Governor; six were vetoed. Voting records
may indicate trends, but they do not reveal what
impact a legislator had on a bill before it reached
the floor or the reason for each vote.

AB 1 ¢ Monning

Teachers: Conflict Resolution Training
This bill would allow professional growth for
teachers to include training in negotiation,
mediation, and conflict resolution. Vetoed

AB 132 ¢ Mendoza

Immigration Investigations: Schools
This bill would establish procedures for
assisting pupils if schools are aware that
parents are not available to provide care. It
would encourage schools to provide coun-
seling for children affected by immigration
enforcement activities. Vetoed

AB 513 ¢ De Le6n

Health Care Coverage: Breastfeeding
This bill would require health care insurance
to include lactation consulting and breast
pumps in their coverage for maternity ser-
vices. Vetoed

AB 627 ¢ Brownley

Child Care: Nutritional Requirements
This bill would establish a pilot program
for licensed centers and family homes to

implement nutritional and physical activ-
ity standards in exchange for higher meal
reimbursement rates. Vetoed

AB 769 ¢ Torres

State Preschool: Juvenile System Parent
This bill would add children with a parent
that is or has been within the last 6 months
a dependent or ward of the juvenile court as
a priority for enrollment in state preschool
programs. Vetoed

AB 1422 « Bass

Healthy Families Restoration

This bill provides funds for Healthy Families
from a tax on Medi-Cal managed care plans.
It increases Healthy Families premiums for
some families by $4 or $7/month. Urgency
measure. Signed. Chapter 157

ABX3 17 - Evans

First 5 Funding Diversion

This bill would have, if passed by the voters,
transferred $340 million of reserves and $268
million/year for five years from California
First 5 to the state to provide funding for
children’s health programs. Urgency mea-
sure. Signed. Chapter XXX11. Proposition 1D

ABX4 4 - Evans

Human Services Budget Trailer Bill

This bill increases licensing fees for commu-
nity care facilities by 10%. It exempts parents

or caregivers of very young children from
participation in welfare-to-work require-
ments. Contains other provisions. Urgency
measure. Signed. Chapter XXXX2

SB 19 - Simitian

Teacher Evaluations: Data

This bill would allow information from state
data systems to be used for teacher evalua-
tions in order to qualify for federal funds.
Signed. Chapter 159

SB 315 - Liu

Walking Schoolbus

This bill would allow school districts to es-
tablish and maintain walking schoolbuses,
defined as groups of pupils walking to or
from school with one or more supervising
adults. Vetoed

SB 680 * Romero

Interdistrict Transfers

This bill would extend provisions allow-
ing interdistrict transfers to July 1, 2016. It
would allow additional school districts to
participate. Signed. Chapter 198

SB 702 ¢ DeSaulnier

Ancillary Day Care

This bill would, beginning January 1, 1011,
require employees providing day care ser-
vices for the children of the clients or custom-
ers of a business to complete the Trustline
registration process. Signed. Chapter 199
