VOTES ON KEY BILLS

The voting record represents the final floor votes
on 12 bills affecting children. Ten were signed by
the Governor; two were vetoed. Voting records
may indicate trends, but they do not reveal what
impact a legislator had on a bill before it reached
the floor or the reason for each vote.

AB 12 ¢ Beall

Fostering Connections to Success

This bill makes changes to the Kinship-
Guardianship Assistance Program to qualify
for federal funding. It extends eligibility
for services to foster children up to the age
of 21, as permitted by federal law. Signed.
Chapter 559

AB 222 « Adams

Trustline: Ancillary Child Care

This bill exempts ancillary child care em-
ployees under the age of 18 from Trustline
registration requirements. It allows people
to work at ancillary child care centers while
their registration was pending and prohib-
its people whose registration is denied or
revoked from working. Urgency measure.
Signed. Chapter 431

AB 572 ¢ Brownley

Charter Schools: Conflict of Interest
This bill would require charter school to
comply with open meeting and conflict of
interest laws. Vetoed

AB 1825 ¢ De La Torre

Maternity Services Coverage

This bill would require health insurance to
provide coverage for maternity services.
Vetoed

AB 2084 ¢ Brownley

Child Care: Beverages

This bill establishes requirements for bever-
ages served to children in licensed child care
facilities. It requires water to be available
throughout the day. Signed. Chapter 593

AB 2244 « Feuer

Children’s Health Care Coverage

This bill requires health insurance for chil-
dren to cover pre-existing conditions. It
limits rates charged for children’s coverage
and will require the application of standard
risk rates to children’s coverage. Signed.
Chapter 656

SB 798 ¢ DeSaulnier

Allocation of 21st Century Funds

This bill requires new federal 21 Century
Community Learning Center funding to be
allocated 35% to high school programs and
65% to middle and elementary schools (15%
for summer programs). Signed. Chapter 479

SB 880 * Yee
Snow Sports: Helmets
This bill would require minors to wear a

snow sports helmet while downbhill skiing or
snowboarding. Signed. Chapter 278 (but was
dependent upon another bill that was vetoed)

SB 929 e Pavley

Children’s Jewelry: Heavy Metals

This bill limits cadmium in children’s jewelry
to 300 parts per million. Signed. Chapter 313

SB 1317 ¢ Leno

Chronic Truancy

This bill defines chronic truants and makes it
amisdemeanor for parents to fail to address
the truancy of their child in grades 1 through
8. Signed. Chapter 647

SB 1381 e Simitian

Kindergarten Entrance Age

This bill changes the date a child must be
five in order to enroll in kindergarten from
December 2 to September 1 over three years.
It establishes a transitional kindergarten
program for children whose enrollment is
delayed. Signed. Chapter 705

SB 1413 ¢ Leno

Schools: Water

This bill requires school districts to provide
access to free, fresh drinking water in school
food service areas during meal times. Signed.
Chapter 558
